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IMMUNISATION UPDATE  
 
NSW Health has issued the following important Public 
Health Message regarding Whooping Cough: 
 
The pertussis, or whooping cough outbreak is continuing 
in NSW with more than 4000 cases already reported this 
year. Timely immunisation is important to break the cycle 
and the Year 10 dTpa (dptheria, tetanus and pertussis) 
School Based Vaccination Program plays an important part 
in the control of whooping cough in the community. 
 
All students in Year 10 who are yet to receive the Boostrix 
(dTpa) vaccine are encouraged to see their local Doctor to 
receive the vaccine. Alternatively, students in Year 10 are 
eligible to receive the vaccine at school when the Nurses come 
for the final vaccination day in September. Students should see 
Mrs Irons for a consent form in order to be included in the 
vaccination program on this day. This vaccine for Year 10 
students completes the NSW Health adolescent immunisation 
program. 
 
All students in Year 7 have now been offered the first dose of 
the Hepatitis B vaccine and the Chicken Pox vaccine.  
Additionally, Year 7 Girls have now received 2 doses of the 
HPV (Cervical Cancer) vaccine. The second dose of the 
Hepatitis B vaccine and the third dose of the HPV vaccine will 
be administered on the final vaccination day in September. All 
students who received the first dose of Hepatitis B in March this 
year will receive a new consent form for the second dose at the 
beginning of September. Girls involved in the HPV vaccination 
are NOT required to provide consent again – they will 
automatically be included in the program. 
 
Any Year 7 student who has not received these vaccines at 
school is encouraged to visit their local Doctor to ask for the 
vaccines. They are provided to Year 7 students free of charge 
through NSW Health.  
 
A record of vaccination has been provided to each student 
vaccinated at the clinic. Parents/guardians should ensure that 
this record is kept for future reference. Parents who wish to 
withdraw their consent for any reason should do so by writing to 
the school Principal.
